Event plan at park
Magic Kingdom

Start the day at Tomorrowland and brave Buzz LightYear’s Space Ranger Spin and Sapce Mountain. 

Then cool off a bit and catch the show at the Monsters, Inc. Laugh Floor.

Grab lunch at Cosmic Ray’s Starlight Café in Tomorrowland or the Columbia harbour House in Liberty Square.

Head west to Liberty Square. Most kids 10 and older will like the animatronic history lesson in the Hall of Presidents show. Before leaving, visit the Haunted Mansion and then move to Forntierland. Splash Mountain and Big Thunder Mountain Railroad are best suited for those 8 and older.
Go to Adventureland next. Ride the Magic Carpets of Aladdin, Pirates of the Caribbean(and check the schedule for Captain Jack’s Priate Tutorial – a must for pint-size pirates), and Jungle Cruise. and then let kids burn some energy in the Swiss Family Treehouse. Youger kids (ages 4-8) will appreciate the Enchanted Tiki Room
Note: Check the board on Main street for showtimes – Dream Along with Mickey(Fantasyland) and the Priate tutorial(Adventureland) are entertanining – and the consult the daily Time guide. If the Wishes fireworks display, SpectroMagic parade, or Electrical Prade(summer only) are scheduled, be sure to stick around to watch them.
EPCOT
Advance Reservations if you want to eat in the park (call 407/939-3463). Suggest the Coral Reef restaurant in the Seas with Nemo & Friends or the San Angel Inn in the world show-case’s Mexico exhibit for lunch, and Marrakesh in Morocco or Akershus in Norway for dinner.
Future World, near the front of the park. Skip Spaceship Earth for now (save it for the end of the day as you make your way out of the park). Go straight to Mission: Space, where you can train as the astronauts do. Follow up with nex-door-neighbor Test Track. Then cut to the west to Imagination! And its two great shows: Journey into Imagination with Figment and Honey, I Shrunk the Audience (which has been temporarily replaced with Michael Jackson’s Captain EO, but is slated to return at an unspecified date). Next up is the Seas with Nemo & Friends, for a quick conversation with Crush and a “clamobile” ride under the sea, before heading on to the Land, where Soarin takes riders on a high-flying adventure over California.
If time permits before a late lunch, visit Innoventions. On its East Side, all but the smallest kids will like seeing some of today’s and tomorrow’s high-tech gadgets, while future Imagineers can design and then ride their very own thrill ride at the Sum of All Thrills. Over on the West side, kids and adults find it hard to leave Video Games of Tomorrow
Unless your feet could use a rest, bypass spaceship earth and proceed to the World Showcase in midafternoon. Norway delivers a history lesson and boat ride called Maelstrom, while China and Canada have fabulous 360-degree movies; Don’t leave without taking in the show and concerts at U.S.A- the American Adventure. And don’t miss the taiko drum show at Japan.

After dinner, be sure to watch IllumiNations ( and before the show, catch a ride on Spaceship Earth, if you skipped in earlier in the day)

Disnesy’s Hollywood Studios

Make reservations if you want eat in the park. Hollywood Brown Derby is a decent sit-down restaurant.

Head directly to the Twilight Zone Tower of Terror. Rock “n” Roller coaster. Lines also can be long at Star Tours, Inidana Jones Epic Stunt Spectacular, and the Lights, Motors, Action!Extreme Stunt Show.( The park is small, so backtracking isn’t as much of concern here, Consider passing up attractions that have long lines, or use Fast-Pass where you can).
Voyage of little Mermaid is a must for the young, the same goes for Jim Hensons’ Muppet*Vision 3-D.

With luck, you’ll make it through most of the above before a late lunch at the 50’s Prime Time Café.
Afterward, take ton-of-fun Studio Backlot Tour and try your luck at the family-friendly Toy Story Maina ride.

Check your show schedule for favorites such as Disney Junior – Live on Stage!, Beauty and The Beast, Pixar Pals Countdown to Fun and American Idol Experience. At night, do not miss Fantasmic!
Animal Kingdom

Dinner: Yak&Yeti or Rainforest Café
Don’t linger in Oasis area or around Tree of Life; instead, head directly to the back of the park, grab a Fast-Pass for Expedition Everest( in Aisa), and then go immediately back to Africa to first in line for Kilimanjaro Safaris. This will allow you to see animals before it gets hot and the lines become monstrous.
Work your way back through Africa, visiting Pangani Forest Exploration Trail and its lowland gorillas, ant then head to the Flame Tree Barbecue for a quick bite to eat. 
After lunch, head to the Tree of Life on discovery island for It’s Tough to Be a Bug. If you want a bird-show, see Flights of Wonder, and then go on the Maharajah Jungle Trek, both in Aisa. Expedition Everest will thrill older kids and teens. Then you’re off to tackle Kali River Rapids
Older kids can ride Dinosaur and Primeval Whirl in DinoLand. Finding Nemo-The Musical ( be sure to check the Time Guide for showtimes)

Make time in your day for the Festival of Lion king, over in MinnieMickey; it’s a must-see
